The word “Pentecost” 
means “fiftieth day” and 

was originally celebrated 
as an Old Testament 

festival marking the start  

of Passover.  In most 
Christian traditions, 

Pentecost Sunday occurs 
50 days following Easter 

Sunday.  Easter is a “movable feast,” 
not occurring on the same day 

every year  because it is based on 
the lunar cycle,  therefore, 

Pentecost is also moveable.  I t can 
occur as early as May 10th  or as late 

as June 13th. This year Pentecost 
occurs on May 31st, fifty days after 

we celebrated Easter Sunday on 
April 12th. 
 
The  color for Pentecost Sunday is 

red which symbolizes the flame of 
the Holy Spirit creating the Christian 

church.  The Apostles and early 
followers of Jesus who were 

gathered in the Upper Room were 
empowered by the Holy Sprit to 

proclaim the Gospel throughout the 
world. 

 
For Christians, Pentecost Sunday is a 

day to celebrate hope, inspired by 
the knowledge that the Holy Spirit is 

at work among God’s people.  It is a 
celebration of our renewal of 

purpose, mission, and our calling as 
God’s people as we remember
