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The governor of Washington state just signed a new series of "sin taxes" into effect. The items being 
taxed include the usual suspects: tobacco products and beer (though NOT beer produced by micro-
breweries). But there is a new sinful category: you can now add "snack food" to the roster of iniquity.  

 

But the most anticipated money raiser for the state is the "sin tax" on are you ready for this? bottled water. From now on if 
you want to indulge in guzzling a bottle of H2O, it’s going to cost you. Just over the state line in Idaho, eager shop owners are 
creating water bottle pyramids next to their cartons of Camels, anticipating a stream of thirsty Washingtonians. 

Every savvy entrepreneur knows that water is a sure fire way to attract people. Is there any mall in America that doesn’t 
have a fountain or a pool full of pennies in it somewhere? Hotel lobbies, office complexes, libraries, county courthouses, all 
spurt water, inviting people in and making them feel welcome. Can you find a doctor's office nowadays without an aquarium?  

 

Human beings crave closeness to water. That's why most of the earth's population hugs the shorelines of its continents. 
Maybe it is because we are made almost entirely of water. Maybe it is because we started our life in water, living in it and 
breathing it for our first nine months of life. Maybe it is because almost none of us get the recommended daily 60-70 ounces of 
water we need to be optimally hydrated, so that whether we recognize it or not, our bodies are constantly thirsty. 

 

Water is life. Living water comes freely and fully from God. Living water comes untouched by human contact. But just 
because this living water is offered freely to us doesn’t mean that it wasn’t obtained at a terrible price. The true price was paid 
by Christ on the cross. The true price was paid in blood and obedience and sacrifice. The true price was paid by Father and 
Son together in order to make a truly new creation available to a truly redeemed humanity. So if the gift of Christ is to offer us 
living water; if the redeemed community of faith is always standing ankle deep in living water: why are we so parched?  

 

In the new creation, the newly redeemed, restored, reborn community of Christ’s presence is called to be "wet and wild." 
We are to be dunked, deluged, dripping with the living water we have received. The world should be able to trace the tracks of 
Christians in its midst by following our sloppy, wet footprints. God wants us wringing wet so that we have plenty of living water 
for God to mold and make us with and to offer the next generations. 

 

There are some tiny little invertebrates that are known as tardigrades, or "water bears." Have you heard of them? They're 
called "water bears" since under a microscope they look a bit like miniscule gummy bears. They live in small ponds and in the 
moist pockets of mosses and lichens. When their environment changes, when the water they depend upon begins to 
evaporate, tardigrades have the ability to lose up to 95% of their body water. They can survive for decades in this dehydrated, 
inactive state, simply waiting for the next big gully-washer to restore their liquid environment and re-animate their existence. I 
hate to tell you this, but Christians are NOT water bears. If the living water we have received is not passed along to the next 
generation, there will be no next generation. Living water cannot be put on the shelf and saved forever. Living water must be 
poured out continually in order to keep the stream of the Spirit alive from one generation to the next. Just because you watered 
your garden last year doesn’t mean you don’t have to water it this year.  Living water is not a flood that wipes out everything 
else in life. True living water is always supplied in just the right amounts. When the perfect level of living water is flowing 
through our lives there is no limit to what we can grow, to what we can accomplish. When the living water flows, "all things are 
possible."

  No one likes to think about money when in church, no one wants to hear again and 
again about our churchôs needs and the reasons to increase oneôs level of giving, but 

sometimes the issue must be addressed! 
 

Why Do We Give?   Here are some reasons:  
   

STEWARDSHIP AS INVESTMENT 
The motive or reasoning behind this approach seems to be: ñGive and God will bless 

you---the Christian steward is one who expects his/her giving to be met by Godôs 
giving.ò 

 
STEWARDSHIP AS CRISIS MANAGEMENT 

  The motive here seems to be: ñGive because the church has pressing needs (new 
roof, pay raise for the pastor, helping others in a natural disaster)---the Christian 

steward is one whose giving responds to a crisis.ò 
 

STEWARDSHIP AS DUTY 
  The reasoning here seems to be: ñGive because itôs your duty---the Christian 
steward is one who shoulders his/her fair share of the organizational load.ò 

 
STEWARDSHIP AS GRATITUDE 

  The motive behind this approach seems to be: ñGive because God already has 
given to you abundantly---the Christian steward is one who gives in response to the 

conviction that all things come as gifts from God.ò 
  Why do YOU give? Where do you see yourself in the reasons for giving above? Is 
one of these approaches better than another? Most folksô reasons for giving may be 
different at different times, but are probably a combination of all four.  The very best 
reason for giving has to be gratitude, and thatôs the one for which we all should be 

striving.
